Facts ahout Butterflies

Anahuac National Wildlife Refuge showcases
at least 55 butterfly species, including the
largest North American butterfly (Eastern
Giant Swallowtail) and the smallest (Western
Pygmy-blue).

The Monarch butterfly is the official state
insect of Texas. Monarchs pass through
the refuge twice a year on their migrations
north and south. We are worried about
monarch survival because their populations
are declining rapidly.

The monarch is just one of many butterflies
that is in decline. Each butterfly species
can only eat specific plants. Host plants
provide the correct food for caterpillars, and
nectar plants provide the correct food for
adult butterflies. Habitat protection and
restoration are key to saving butterfly
populations.

What can you do to help? Landscape with
native plants, or if you have a porch, plant
native plants in flower pots. Learn about
the host plants of your favorite butterflies
and support habitat restoration.

Use this checklist as a start to exploring the
butterflies of this area. If you get a good
photo, consider uploading it to a citizen
science site. Every observation helps!
