Keep in 
mind: even though you may not see animals out and about, that doesn’t mean that 
there are not animals at the site! 

Some animals are active at different times of the day: 

Type of Animal When are they active/often seen 
Crepuscular 
Pronunciation: kruh-puh-skyuh-lerr 

During dawn and dusk 

Diurnal 
Pronunciation: dai-ur-nuhl 

During the day 

Nocturnal 
Pronunciation: nock-tur-nuhl 

During nighttime 

 

Most animals come out when it is dark out for protection. Look for evidence to help 
you figure out what animals were in the area you are exploring earlier! 

As you go on the walk, document (write and/or draw) any evidence you found that 
shows animals were in the area you were exploring: 
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Scat Guide 
Scat is the scientific word scientists use for animal poop or droppings. It may seem 
gross to study it, but it can be helpful for identification!

The Sacramento National Wildlife Refuge is part of the Sacramento National 
Wildlife Refuge Complex. The refuge consists of 10,819 acres of primarily 
wetlands, with some grasslands and riparian habitats. The refuge supports over 250 
species of birds. Most notable are the high wintering concentrations of 500,000 to 
750,000 ducks and 200,000 geese! The Sacramento NWR provides a 6-mile auto 
tour around the refuge – perfect for wildlife viewing – and a 2-mile walking trail 
starting at the Visitor Center parking lot. In addition, the visitor center offers 
exhibits, a bookstore, and an option to borrow binoculars for the day!
