Pea Island Bird Walk

FREE. Pea Island is for the birds - actually! Pea Island National Wildlife Refuge has close to 400 species of birds that live here or pass through. Whether you're a
beginner or an expert, you'll enjoy this casual stroll beside North Pond. Field guides, binoculars, sunscreen, and insect repellent are recommended. Some field
guides and binoculars will be available for loan. Pea Island Bird Walks are held year-round except during the Wings Over Water Wildlife Festival in October and
December. Meet at the Pea Island National Wildlife Refuge Visitor Center, located on NC Highway 12 approximately 4 miles south of Oregon Inlet and 9 miles
north of Rodanthe.

Wings Over Water Wildlife Festival Encore

This annual national wildlife refuge fundraising event features over a dozen birding & natural history programs. The festival takes place across 6 northeast North
Carolina counties, including National Wildlife Refuges, National Parks and Seashores, North Carolina State Parks, The Nature Conservancy Preserves, and other
natural areas. It is one of the premier east coast wildlife festivals. Programs offer great, knowledgeable activity leaders along with a small ratio of participants-to-
leader and wonderful wildlife opportunities.
