Lay your paper on the textures you find. Rub the side of the crayon on the
paper to see the texture appear. 
 

Repeat crayon rubbing activity until your paper is filled with color and
textures.
 

After returning indoors, use your texture paper to test your memory. Can
you remember what natural objects created which textures on the page?
